An increasing number of people will be calling Monroe County home
in coming years as the state Department of Corrections' (DOC) admin-
istrative offices relocate to the Tift College campus in Forsyth.

The state has already approved more than $50 million to design, engi-
neer and complete renovations to the historic Tift Campus for the DOC.
The first building, the cafeteria and student center Rutland Hall, has
already been completed. Three dorms are expected to be finished this
summer and training cadets will take up residence there in the fall.

Finally, the entire department is expected to move in October 2010.
This will bring 400 jobs to Forsyth and an operation the size of a
Fortune 500 company. The DOC has more than 13,000 employees and
with 60,000 inmates, operates the fifth biggest prison system in the
country.
